Dear Parishioners: 
 
 Holy Week is upon us. Today we celebrate Palm 
Sunday the entry of Jesus into Jerusalem. The beginning of 
today’s liturgy is a remembrance of that event. The palms 
blessed and held by us are a reminder of this occasion in the 
life of Jesus and how we know and believe that he is king of 
heaven and earth. The blessed palms are kept in our homes 
not only a reminder of this event but of the importance of the 
passion, death and resurrection of Our Lord. 
 The events of this week are very crucial for us as we 
contemplate the passion, death and resurrection of Our Lord. 
One of the important events for this week is the celebration of 
the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Let me give you the schedule 
for the week: Monday at St. Mary’s following Stations of the 
Cross until all are heard, Tuesday at St. Anthony’s immediately 
following the 6:30pm mass and the final time for individual 
confessions will be Wednesday of Holy Week at 12:00pm at 
St. Anthony’s. These times are for individual confessions. This 
Sunday afternoon we will have the Communal Penance 
Service for the deanery at St. Mary’s at 3:00pm. I hope those 
who wish to celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation will take 
the opportunity to be with us for this celebration. Most of the 
priests of the deanery will be present for this service. Once 
again I would like to invite all of you to attend. 
 The liturgies of Holy Week celebrate many of the most 
important tenets of our faith. It is very important for you to 
attend as many of our liturgies as possible. The first important 
event is the Chrism mass celebrated by Bishop Blair on 
Tuesday of Holy Week. At this liturgy all of the priests of the 
diocese will renew their commitment to the priesthood and the 
oils used in the sacraments of the church will be blessed. 
Representatives of all the parishes of the diocese will come to 
the Cathedral for this celebration to receive the oils. The oils 
will be presented at the mass of Holy Thursday. 
 The next major celebration is the mass of the Last 
Supper celebrated on Thursday evening of Holy Week. This 
mass will be celebrated at St. Anthony’s at 7:00pm. All 
members of our parishes are invited to attend.  
 Good Friday services will be held in both parishes this 
year. The services for St. Anthony’s will begin at 12:30 
pm with the Stations of the Cross with the Solemn Liturgy of 
Good Friday to begin at 1:00pm. At St. Mary’s the Solemn 
Liturgy will begin at 7:00pm. The liturgy of Good Friday 
consists of the liturgy of the Word, Veneration of the Cross and 
reception of Holy Communion. No mass is celebrated this day. 
 The Easter Vigil will be celebrated at St. Anthony’s 
beginning at 8:30pm. This is a very impressive celebration with 
the reception of our candidates of the RCIA process into the 
church. We have four individuals who will be received into the 
church this year. On Easter Sunday our mass schedule will be: 
8:30am at St. Mary’s and 10:30am at St. Anthony’s. I do hope 
that many of you will be with us for our celebration of Holy 
Week.
